On the way, 

we will make a short stop at Thermopylae, to 

admire the statue of Leonidas, King of Sparta.

the Acropolis, including Propylae, the temple of 

Athena Nike, the Parthenon, the Erechtheion. 

Later, we continue with a guided visit to the 

Acropolis museum voted one of the best 

museums in the world. Afternoon at leisure to 

explore Plaka, the picturesque old part of the 

city, and, some shopping at Ermou street. 

Day 03 

 ATHENS – DELPHI – KALAMBAKA (BD) 

After breakfast, we depart northwards towards 

Delphi, which used to be the most sacred place 

in the world and a pilgrimage center for many 

centuries in antiquity. You will admire the 

Sanctuary of Apollo, walk the Sacred way, and 

visit the Temple of Apollo, home of Pythia (the 

oracle). We continue to the local museum with 

the famous bronze statue of the Charioteer. In
