Meteora is 

considered among the most beautiful areas of 

mainland Greece and belongs to UNESCO’s list of 

World Heritage Monuments. After our visit, we will 

take the road back to Athens. On the way, we will 

make a short stop at Thermopylae, to admire the 

statue of Leonidas, King of Sparta. Overnight in 

Athens. 

Day 05 

ATHENS – PIRAEUS – MYKONOS by Ferry (B) 

Early in the morning, you will be transferred to the 

Port of Piraeus to catch the local high-speed ferry 

to Mykonos. Arrival in Mykonos and transfer to your 

hotel. Rest of the day is at leisure. Make sure to 

explore the bustling town of Mykonos (Chora), 

favorite of the international Jetset, and famous for 

its nightlife.  

Day 06 

MYKONOS – SANTORINI by Ferry (B) 

Morning at leisure until transfer to the port of 

Mykonos. Catch the local high speed ferry to 

Santorini. Arrive in Santorini and transfer to your 

hotel. Rest of the day is at leisure. We suggest a 

visit to Oia (not included) to admire the stunning 

views and watch one of the best sunsets in the 

Aegean. 

Day 07 

FULL DAY SANTORINI AT LEISURE (B) 

After breakfast, full day at leisure to explore the 

unique island of Santorini. Do not miss a morning 

short cruise to the volcano and the hot springs (not 

included).

Later, we continue with a guided visit to the 

Acropolis museum voted one of the best museums 

in the world. Afternoon at leisure to explore Plaka, 

the picturesque old part of the city, and, some 

shopping at Ermou street.

 ATHENS – DELPHI – KALAMBAKA (BD)

Delphi, which used to be the most sacred place in 

the world and a pilgrimage center for many 

centuries in antiquity. You will admire the 

Sanctuary of Apollo, walk the Sacred way, and 

visit the Temple of Apollo, home of Pythia (the 

oracle). We continue to the local museum with the 

famous bronze statue of the Charioteer. In the 

afternoon, we will be crossing the mountains of 

central Greece to arrive in Kalambaka for dinner 

and overnight.
